No photos or drawings of our first church, a
small wooden chapel at 347 E. Genesee
St., are available. However, this depiction
of an actual Unitarian chapel in the 1800s
suggests how it might have looked. Ours
was erected in 1839 for a cost of $607.



Our Second Church - Church | ss2
of the Messiah (1843-1885)

Built on Lock St. (now State St.) at the south
corner of Burnet Ave. for around $8,000, it was
dedicated Nov. 23, 1843. The picture above is
actually the 2nd building as the 1st building, with a
spire, was destroyed in an 1852 hurricane. This
second building was built on the same spot minus
a spire, for $10,000 and rededicated April 14, 1853.
